    4.1.1  An evaluation committee will screen all proposals. The evaluation committee 
shall screen and rate the submitted proposals. The evaluation rating will be on 
a 100-point scale. 

         4.1.2 Each proposal received will first be evaluated for responsiveness (e.g., 
meeting the published minimum requirements). The Agency reserves the right 
to reject any proposal deemed not minimally responsive (the Agency will 
notify such firm in writing of any such rejection). 

   4.1.3 CCHA Staff shall recommend an evaluation committee, which will be used to 
evaluate all proposals. PLEASE NOTE: No proposer shall be informed at any 
time during or after the RFP process as to the identity of any evaluation 
committee member. If, by chance, a proposer does become aware of the 
identity of such person(s), he/she SHALL NOT make any attempt to contact or 
discuss with such person anything related to this RFP. The CO is the only 
person at the Agency whom the proposers shall contact regarding this RFP. 
Failure to abide by this requirement may (and most likely will) cause such 
proposer(s) to be eliminated from consideration for award. 

4.1.4 Once proposals are scored, the evaluation team will select finalists and decide 
whether an interview should be conducted. 

4.1.5 Should negotiation be unsuccessful; the Agency shall enter negotiation with 
the next highest-ranking vendor. The process shall continue until an 
agreement is reached with a qualified vendor. 

4.1.6 Failure to submit the requested information may result in a determination of 
non-responsiveness to the solicitation.

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5.0 CONTRACT AWARD. 
5.1 Contract Award Procedure. If a contract is awarded pursuant to this RFP, the 

following detailed procedures will be followed: 

5.1.1  By completing, executing, and submitting a proposal, the “proposer is 
thereby agreeing to abide by all terms and conditions pertaining to this 
RFP as issued by the Agency, either in hard copy or by reference.  

5.2 Contract Conditions. The following provisions are considered mandatory conditions of 
any contract award made by the Agency pursuant to this RFP: 

5.2.1 Assignment of Personnel. The Agency shall retain the right to demand and 
receive a change in personnel assigned to the work if it believes such a 
change is in the best interest of both the Agency and the completion of the 
contracted work. 

5.2.3 Unauthorized Sub-Contracting Prohibited. The Contractor shall not assign 
any right, nor delegate any duty for the work proposed pursuant to this 
RFP (including, but not limited to, selling or transferring the contract) 
without the prior written consent of the CO.  Any purported assignment of 
interest or delegation of duty, without the prior written consent of the CO 
shall be void and may result in the cancellation of the contract with the 
Agency, or may result in the full or partial forfeiture of funds paid to the 
Contractor as a result of the proposed contract; either as determined by 
the CO. 

5.3 Contract Period. The contract executed will remain in place for 45 consecutive days 
from the date of Notice to Proceed. 

5.4 Licensing and Insurance Requirements.  The Contractor shall at all times during the 
term of the Contract, carry and maintain in full force and effect at its expense, 
policies of insurance with minimum limits as follows. 

5.5 Before the award (but not as a part of the proposal submission). The successful 
proposer will be required to provide the following:  

5.4.1 Workers' Compensation Insurance. An original certificate evidencing the 
proposer’s current industrial (workers’ compensation) insurance carrier 
and coverage amount (NOTE: Workers' Compensation Insurance will be 
required of a Contractor that has employees other than just the owner 
working on-site to provide the services). 

5.4.2 General Liability Insurance. An original certificate evidencing the General 
Liability Insurance coverage, naming the Agency as an additional insured, 
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together with the appropriate endorsement to said policy reflecting the 
addition of the Agency as an additional insured under said policy (minimum 
of $1,000,000 each occurrence, general aggregate minimum limit of 
$1,000,000, together with damage to premises and fire damage of $50,000 
and medical expenses any one person of $5,000), with a maximum 
deductible amount of $5,000; 

5.4.3 Business Automobile Insurance. An original certificate showing the 
proposer’s automobile insurance coverage in a combined single limit of 
$1,000,000. For every vehicle utilized during the term of the program, 
when not owned by the entity, there must be evidence of automobile 
insurance coverage with limits of no less than  $100,000/$300,000 and 
medical pay of $5,000. 

5.4.4 City/County/State Business License. If applicable, a copy of the 
proposer’s business license allowing that entity to provide such services 
within the City of Corpus Christi, Nueces County, and /or the State of 
Texas. 

5.5 Right to Negotiate Final Fees and Additional Services. The Agency shall retain the 
right to negotiate the amount of fees that are paid to the successful proposer. The 
Agency and proposer shall negotiate any additional services under the award of this 
RFP.  

5.6 Contract Service Standards. All work performed pursuant to this RFP must conform 
and comply with all applicable local, state, and federal codes, statutes, laws, and 
regulations. 

5.7 Jurisdiction of Law. The laws of the State of Texas shall govern. The parties agree 
that Nueces County, Texas, is the appropriate forum for any action relating to this 
contract. Should any party hereto retain counsel for the purpose of initiating 
litigation or arbitration to enforce, prevent the breach of any provision hereof, or for 
any other judicial remedy, then the prevailing party shall be entitled to be 
reimbursed by the losing party for all costs and expenses incurred thereby, including 
but not limited to, reasonable attorney’s fees and cost incurred by such prevailing 
party. 

5.8 Indemnification. Offeror shall fully indemnify, save, and hold harmless the Agency, 
its officers, employees, and agents (hereinafter “the Indemnities”) against any and all 
liability, damage, loss, claims, demands, and actions of any nature whatsoever based 
on personal injuries (including, without limitation, on the foregoing, workers’ 
compensation and death claims), or property loss or damage of any kind whatsoever, 
which arise out of or are in any manner connected with, or are claimed to arise out of 
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or be in any manner connected with the performance of the contract, unless the sole 
negligence of the Indemnities causes such injury, loss, or damage. Offeror shall, at its 
own expense, investigate all such claims and demands, attend to their settlement or 
other disposition, defend all actions based thereon, and pay all charges of attorneys 
and all other costs and expenses of any kind arising from any such liability, damages, 
loss, claims, demands, and/or actions. 

5.9  Prompt Return of Contract Documents. All documents required to complete the 
contract, including the contract signature by the successful proposer, shall be provided 
to the Agency within (ten) 10 work days of notification by the Agency.   

5.10 Remedies for Contractor Breach. If at any time during the term of this contract the 
Agency or the Contractor is not satisfied with any issue, it is the responsibility of that 
party to deliver to the other party written communication fully detailing the issue and 
the corrective action. The other party shall, within 10 days, respond in writing to the 
other party (however, the Agency shall retain the right to, if conditions warrant, 
require the Contractor to respond in a shorter period of time). Further, the Agency 
shall, at a minimum, employ the following steps in dealing with the Contractor as to 
any performance issues:   

 
5.10.1    If the Contractor is in material breach of the contract, the Agency  

       may promptly invoke termination. 
 

5.10.2 Prior to termination, the Agency may choose to warn the Contractor, in 
writing, of any issue of non-compliant or unsatisfactory performance. Such 
written warning may include placing the Contractor on probation, thereby 
giving the Contractor a certain period of time to correct the deficiencies or 
potentially suffer termination. The Agency shall maintain in the contract file a 
written record of any such warning detailing all pertinent information. If the 
Contractor does not agree with such action, the Contractor shall have ten 10 
days to dispute or protest, in writing, such action; if he/she does not do so 
within the 10-day period, he/she shall have no recourse but to accept and 
agree with the Agency’s position on the issue.  The written protest must detail 
all pertinent information pertaining to the dispute, including justification 
detailing the Agency’s alleged incorrect action(s). 

 
5.10.3 After termination, if the Contractor does not agree with the Agency’s 

justification for the termination, the Contractor shall have 10 days to dispute, 
in writing, such action; if he/she does not do so within the 10-day period, 
he/she shall have no recourse but to accept and agree with the Agency’s 
position on the issue. The written protest must detail all pertinent information 
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pertaining to the dispute, including justification detailing the Agency’s alleged 
incorrect action(s). 

 
5.11 Termination for Cause and Convenience. The Agency reserves the right to terminate 

for default or cause or to terminate for convenience with a ten (10) day notice. 
 

5.12 Access to Records. To the extent permitted by law, both parties hereby guarantee 
access by the grantee, the subgrantee, the Federal grantor Agency, the Comptroller 
General of the United States, or any of their duly authorized representatives to any 
books, documents, papers, and records of the Contractor which are directly pertinent to 
that specific contract for the purpose of making audit, examination, excerpts, and 
transcriptions. 

 
 5.12.1 Record Retention. Both parties hereby guarantee retention of all required 

records for three years after grantees or subgrantees make final payments and 
all other pending matters are closed. 

6.0    Invoicing: 
 

6.1  Invoices. Invoices must contain a complete description of the work or services 
performed, the contract price for each service, the purchase order number, the 
contract number (if applicable), the date of service, and the address for service 
location or delivery. Proposer(s) must submit a separate invoice for each purchase 
order issued by CCHA unless prior approval is obtained from CCHA. To ensure prompt 
and timely payment of invoices, and unless utilizing a progress payment schedule, 
invoices shall be sent electronically to the following address:

SCOPE OF WORK 

The contractor shall perform a comprehensive exterior lighting assessment of designated 
properties to identify areas with inadequate illumination and provide recommendations for 
improving safety and visibility. 

Scope of Work 

1. Site Evaluation: 

a. Contractors shall visit each property and evaluate existing exterior lighting 
conditions including parking areas, walkways, building entrances, breezeways 
and stairwells, perimeter areas, playgrounds, and communal areas. 

2. Lighting Analysis: 

a. Contractors shall identify dark spots or poorly illuminated areas. 

b. Non-functioning or outdated fixtures 

c. Areas with uneven lighting distribution 

d. Safety or security concerns related to lighting. 

3. Photometric Assessment: 

a. Where appropriate, contractor shall perform a photometric analysis to 
measure light levels and compare them to recommended standards for 
multifamily residential properties. 

4. Recommendations: 

a. Contractor shall provide written recommendations including: 

i. Locations where additional lighting should be installed. 

ii. Locations where fixtures should be replaced. 

iii. Recommended fixture types (LED wall packs, pole lights, etc.) 

iv. Estimated fixture quantities. 

v. Recommended mounting heights and locations. 
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5. Conceptual Site Plan
